Mind Fields and Pastures

This summer has seen a few changes take place on trail C7B in the
Town of Wright, Schoharie County. The changes all occur near
Westfall Road.

Please note these changes and follow the redirected trail or the trail
may be closed to snowmobiles. Just as you would stay out of a mine
field, use your mind and stay out of these fields.

Two farm parcels located next to each other have made some
changes which require the Club to move the trail in order for it to
remain open.

The first change
takes the trail
around a new
pasture pen. Be
advised that heavy
fencing that is
electrified now
encloses the
pasture. The trail
now runs along the
western and
northern edges of
this pasture.
